He sees 
Holmes pacing in front of 
the window in silhouette. 
Do you go visit your 
friend Y/N?

YES. Watson opens 
the door and is 
directed up the stairs

NO. Watson chooses to 
walk past. Before he can 
leave the street…

Holmes is in the street. 
“Is that you, my dear 
Watson? Fortune indeed 
has brought you to my 
door. You must come in.”  

Holmes: Give visuals to 
encourage exploration of 
the scene. There is a 
chemistry set, 
bookshelves. Holmes 
can pour himself a drink 
or light a cigar.

On a table are several items 
of significants. One is a letter. 
Holmes reads it. 

He paces in 
front of the 
window. 

Holmes is at the mantle 
with his back to the door/
his friend

places the 
letter on a 
desk

Holmes amazes 
Watson with a bit 
of observation. 
Scripted from 
the story. 

I have a new case. 
One that my interest 
you. Here read that 
letter. 

Noise from outside. 
And if I am not 
mistaken the case 
is now a foot. 

King of Bohemia arrives 
in a chaise pulled by two 
ponies. 

Details of 
the Case

YES. Holmes 
accepts the case. 

The King exits.

Holmes is openly 
suspicious of the King.

Maybe a bit of dialogue 
indicating Holmes’ 
knowledge of Irene Adler.

Watson, “I know this place. I was 
there but an hour ago, an assault 
on a Lady. I do not trust the honor 
of this King of Bohemia even if for 
all the coin in his treasury. 

Ill need your help Watson 
if we are to navigate 
these treacherous 
waters.  

Be ready 
for action 
when my 
note 
arrives!

A carriage is arriving on the 
street. “There is a hansom 
rounding the corner. If you take 
your leave now you should just 
be in time to make it.”

Watson grabs his 
things and exits the 
building. Do you 
choose to a ride 
Home Y/N?  

YES. He takes a 
cab Ride Home

When Watson opens the 
front door it is ….. END 
OF DAY ONE. 

Sherlock watches his 
friend enter the handson 
cab. Does he choose to 
Investigate further? Y/N?

NO. END OF DAY ONE

YES. Two paths 
outside in the street. 
CRITERION 
THEATER & BRIONY 
LODGE

Criterion Theater. The 
last vestiges of the fire 
are being put out. Lots 
of people mill about. 

MAYBE Irene in 
disguise. Sherlock 
catches a street 
urchin trying to get 
into the building. 

Sherlock engages a 
street lad in conversation 
about what a shame the 
fire is. Holmes, “This was 
a place of great beauty 
just hours ago.” 

MAYBE Irene in 
disguise. dialogue 
about something  
art equaling 
treasure.

END OF DAY ONE

BRIONY LODGE. 
There is nothing 
really here to see. 
He’s just a lurker. 
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Do you go inside Y/N?

NO. Watson and Sherlock 
converse. Sherlock trying 
to persuade Watson to join 
him until…

YES. They enter the 
apartment together.

Do you accept the 
King’s case Y/N?

NO. “I appreciated the 
offer, your majesty, but I 
am unable to assist you in 
this matter.” 
King,” Your reputation will 
be in shatters when I am 
done with you.”
Sherlock, “As will be 
yours.”

“There is money in 
this case if nothing 
else, Watson.”

Sherlock and Watson 
enter the apartment 
followed by The King.

The King, in disguise, 
addresses the duo. “May 
we retire to a private 
location to discuss 
matters further.”
